The House Joint Resolution No. 2, or Omnibus Bill, signed by President Bush on
February 21, 2003 contains similar language. The Omnibus language forbids the MTA to
offer compensation to Acre officers from Federal Funds. The MTA continues to pay
salaries and benefits to Acre officers, ostensibly from State or fare box funds.
Congressman Sweeney of Albany and Congressman Serrano of the Bronx introduced the
Omnibus language. _

are among a number of Congressmen and Senators that have forwarded letters to U.S.
Secretary of Labor, Elaine Chao requesting an investigation regarding Acre’s relationship
with the MTA.

Hughes and Connecticut AFL-CIO President John Olsen have written letters critical of
Acre’s method of operation.
